HOW YOU CAN HELP YOUR CHILD WITH READING

ÅPLEASE READ WITH YOUR CHILD AT LEAST THREE TIMES A WEEK AND COMPLETE THEIR READING 

DIARY.

ÅTHERE ARE MANY DIFFERENT WAYS TO READ WITH YOUR CHILD, THEY CAN READ TO YOU, YOU 

CAN READ A PAGE EACH, YOU CAN TAKE ON DIFFERENT CHARACTERS IN THE STORY,  THEY CAN 

INDEPENDENTLY READ WITH INTERJECTIONS FROM YOU EVERY SO OFTEN, THEY CAN READ 

INDEPENDENTLY ALONE AND THEN DISCUSS WHAT THEY HAVE READ WITH YOU.

ÅASK THEM QUESTIONS WHEN THEY ARE READING
